New York – June 3 – The Phillips de Pury & Company’s New York sale of Modern and Contemporary Editions 

totaled $1,120,075 (including the company’s buyer’s premium) selling 88% of the 280 lots offered and selling 

90% by value. Percentages of lots sold by value and by lot were essentially the same as last May for the highly 

successful inaugural sale of Editions which sold 86% by lot and 92% by value. 

 

The auction of affordable and interesting Editions gathered strong interest via all forms of bidding – in 

person, absentee, phone and internet.  A large number of new-to-auction bidders competed with veteran 

collectors and enthusiasts for an array of attractively affordable art by major Modern and Contemporary 

artists. The most active buzz and bidding flurry gathered around the group of wood objects by Victor 

Vasarely, Louise Bourgeois’ screenprint on fabric Toi et Moi, 2006, the selection of Bruce  Nauman works, 

Claes Oldenburg’s The Store (Poster) and many of the works by Andy Warhol including the top lot of the sale, 

Electric Chairs, which sold for $110, 500.
